Eligibility Requirements: 

 
• Legally ready to apply for U.S. Citizenship* 
• Speak/ understand basic English to pass the Citizenship test 
• Live in Santa Clara County

How to Apply: 
 
STEP 1: *Meet with a Citizenship partner to be make sure you are ready to apply for U.S. 
Citizenship ( see back of this sheet for a list). 
 
STEP 2: Contact Opportunity Fund to schedule an interview.  
 
STEP 3: Attend 12 hours of free money management classes (at CET or Catholic Charities) 
 
STEP 4: Start saving at least $20 per month and earning $2 for every $1 you save.  
 
STEP 5: After 4-12 months of saving, use savings + match funds to apply for U.S. citizenship.
